The International University House is the result of one of the 25 projects in Strasbourg
collectively referred to as «Operation Campus». Launched by the State, this programme
granted special financing to 12 French university sites to improve their infrastructure. The
€17 million needed for the building’s renovation was financed by the Société d’Aménagement
et d'Equipement de la Région de Strasbourg (Strasbourg regional amenities trust) - (€10
million), the Bas-Rhin General Council (€2.5 million), the Strasbourg Eurometropolis (€1.5
million), the Alsace Region (€1.5 million) and the University of Strasbourg (€1.5 million).
